r have been thinking a lot lately about the words of Jesus in

L John 15:5. “I am the vine; you are the branches. If a man
remains in me and | in him, he will bear much fruit; apart from me
you can do nothing.” | have a grape vine in my yard that is dormant
right now. But | will be pruning it soon and as spring comes it will
begin to grow again and by the end of summer will produce an
abundance of grapes. The branches that | prune off will not
produce any fruit. It is only those that remain connected to the
vine that will produce fruit. This simple illustration of the grape
vine reminds us that we must stay connected to Jesus. He is the
vine, we are the branches.
