I. There will be signs revealing the soon coming of Christ 

 

A. There will be unusual signs in the sky 

“I will show wonders in heaven above and signs on the earth below, blood and fire and billows of smoke.  The sun will be 

turned to darkness and the moon to blood before the coming of the great and glorious day of the Lord.  And everyone 

who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved.”  (Acts 2:19-21) 

B. There will be confusion and anxiety

II. The return of Christ to earth 

 

A. He will return to earth visible to all 

“Look, he is coming with the clouds, and every eye will see him, even those who pierced him, and all the people of the 

earth will mourn because of him.”  (Revelation 1:7) 

B. He will return to earth with a spectacular entrance 

“Men of Galilee, why do you stand here looking into the sky?  This same Jesus, who has been taken from you into 

heaven, will come back in the same way you have seen him go into heaven.”  (Acts 1:11) 

C. He will return to earth with overwhelming power 

“This will happen when the Lord Jesus is revealed from heaven in blazing fire with his powerful angels.”  (2 

Thessalonians 1:7) 

D. He will return to earth in great glory  

“When the Son of Man comes in his glory, and all the angels with him, he will sit on his throne in heavenly glory.”  

(Mathew 25:31)
